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Introduction


The Agriculture Model Curriculum (see page v) is composed of a two-year Basic Core (9th & 10th grades) and seven Advanced Core Clusters (11th & 12th grades).  Using the Advanced Cluster learning outcomes identified in the Agriculture Model Curriculum Guide for Agricultural Mechanics, the attached lesson outlines were developed.  It is recommended that these lesson outlines be used by the teacher as a basis for integrating the model learning outcome into a secondary agriculture education program.  It has been determined through field testing that approximately 160 hours of teaching time is needed to fully teach the core Agricultural Business learning outcomes.  Depending on the type of program, these lessons may be taught over a two-year period which would allow an equal amount of local enrichment to be included.

The Advanced Clusters were developed to provide a minimum standard of proficiency for students completing the third and/or fourth years of a secondary agricultural education program.  The Advanced Core Clusters include seven areas: Agricultural Business Management, Agricultural Mechanics, Animal Science, Forestry, Natural Resources & Rural Recreation, Ornamental Horticulture, and Plant & Soil Science.
